• Laying topsoil or mulch as needed. 

• Participating in large-scale planting days throughout the month of May. 

• Assisting the gardening lead on educational opportunities to the public about gardening or native plants. 

Requirements 

• Currently enrolled in a college or university with a focus in environmental education, education, 

parks/recreation or similar. 

• Must be at least 18 years old, possess a valid driver’s license and have own transportation 

• Willing to work outdoors in various weather conditions
